Stewardship 
The financial and stewardship status of our parish has not 
changed much since April. If you recall, the report we 
inserted in the bulletin in April showed that only three 
months into the year, we are once again faced with a 
shortfall of $6,829.00. Now we are five months into the 
year and we are still facing a shortfall. Last year we 
ended up with a shortfall of a little over $80,000.00. 
   The church cannot operate when 23% of its stewards 
are contributing less than $250.00 per year; 20% are 
contributing between $251-$500.00 per year; 12% are 
contributing between $501-$700.00 per year and 11% 
are contributing between $751-$1,000.00. The church, 
in order to continue to operate, needs an average 
stewardship commitment of $1,100.00 from the ap-
proximately 360 stewardship units which make up 
our parish community. 
   This is a serious situation which the Parish Council has 
been monitoring over the last few years and it has been 
considering alternatives to address it. 
   Many parishioners have suggested that we should con-
sider and implement a recognition program as many other  
parishes have done. Others have suggested that we all 
reconsider our stewardship commitment. We seek every-
one’s help. Please reconsider and do the best you are able 
to do. We seek and need everyone’s help.

Icon of the Most Holy Theotokos, of the Sign—the 
Kursk –Root Icon 
Since its miraculous appearance in the forest of Kursk in 
the 13th century, the wonderworking icon of the Mother 
of God, known as the Kursk Root Icon of the Sign, has 
been a constant source of healing, comfort and deliver-
ance from calamity to countless Orthodox Christians, 
most prominent among who was St. Seraphim of Sarov 
himself, a native of Kursk. In his childhood he was 
healed of a serious malady through the intercessions of 
the Most Holy Theotokos when her miraculous icon 
stopped at the home of the Moshnin family.  With its 
departure from the Russian land, the icon did not cease 
its miraculous aid to all who with faith sought the heav-
enly intercession of the Mother of God.  The Akathist to 
the Most Holy Theotokos will be chanted before Her 
Miracle-Working Icon on Monday, October 11 at 7:00 
p.m.
